Objective: To reinstate face to face education for the residents at Foundations for Living on July 1, 2020.  School will resume the traditional day schedule of beginning at 8AM and ending at 2PM, with a staggered lunch schedule to promote safety and wellness during the COVID-19 crisis.

Morning Transitions: 

· Each residential unit will report to school in staggered intervals to their assigned classrooms. 

· 8:00  Unit 3 West – Classroom 113A

· 8:00  Unit  3East – Classroom 9A

· 7:55  Unit 2 West Classroom 7A

· 7:50  Unit 2 East Classroom 6A

· 7: 45  Unit 1 East Classroom 8A
· Bathroom breaks will begin at 9AM with each unit going to their designated bathroom at their class time. 

· Classroom 9A back bathroom at 9AM

· Classroom 7A front bathroom at 9AM

· Front and back bathrooms cleaned by designated staff. 

· Classroom 8A back bathroom (following cleaning) 

· Classroom 6A front bathroom (following cleaning) 

· Front and back bathrooms cleaned by designated staff. 

· In cases of emergency or individual bathroom usage.  The bathroom will be cleaned following the use by a designated staff member. 

· All students will wash their hands between class transitions regardless of whether or not they use the restroom.

· Lunch transitions:

· 11:00AM Classroom 9A – Small Cafeteria 

· 11:05 AM Classroom 8A – Large Cafeteria 

· The cafeteria will be cleaned between uses by designated staff member after lunch.  Students will return back to their classroom before the second group begins lunch.  

· 11:30 AM Classroom 7A – Small Cafeteria 
· 11:35AM Classroom 6A – Large Cafeteria 

· The cafeteria will be cleaned between uses by designed staff member after lunch.  Students will return back to their classrooms before the third group begins lunch. .

· 12:05PM classroom 113A – Large Cafeteria. 

· Cafeteria will be cleaned for use at dinner time upon the dismissal of the last lunch group. 

· Stairwells will be wiped down between transitions.  

· Students will not cross during lunch med pass

· Close of Day Transition:

· Classroom units will return to the units from school in staggered intervals with their assigned staff members. 

· 2:00PM Classroom 113A transition to Unit 3 West

· 2:00PM Classroom 9A transition to Unit 3 East

· 2:05 PM Classroom 8A transition to Unit 2 West

· 2:10 PM Classroom 7A transition to Unit 2 East

· 2:15 PM Classroom 6A transition to Unit 1 East

Sanitation Protocol: (See attached for cleaning product list) 

· At the end of each class, during the bathroom break, the classroom teachers will take any items that are being used in the next classroom into classroom 5A.  There, the teacher will sanitize the materials appropriately before moving to their next assigned classroom.  The teachers will do this one at a time over the 15 minute bathroom break between each classroom. 

· At the end of the day the teachers will sanitize all used materials and transition them back to their first block classroom.  

· A designated staff member will clean and sanitize the school area at the end of each day, including classrooms, hallways and bathrooms.  All trash will be removed from the classrooms and bathrooms and properly disposed.  In addition all cleaning products will be properly secured to avoid injury to students during the school day. 

Staff and Teacher Safety Protocol:

· Upon entering the facility the staff members and teachers must have their temperature taken and recorded. 

· Entrance to the facility is limited to the main entrance. 

· No person shall enter the facility without a proper face covering such as a mask or face shield.  The face covering must be worn in all common areas and when interacting with the students. 

· Students are to stay in their assigned classroom with their residential unit and assigned staff members.  The teachers will transition 4 times throughout the day.  Each time they transition they will sanitize all necessary materials.  

Student Safety Protocol:

· Each student has been provided with a mask to wear at their discretion. 
· Hand sanitizer is provided for use in each classroom as well as access to the restroom. 
· Education on the virus and proper hygiene is provided consistently to all residents as well as staff members and teachers.  

· All computers, pencils, whiteboard markers and YCS spaces will be cleaned by teachers at the end of the school day prior to fogging by the maintenance staff.
